Home-Start to feature on TV

As a supporter of Home-Start, you will no doubt want 
us to make the most from your donation.  One way to 
do this is through gift aid.  We can use gift aid if the 
amount of tax you have paid in any tax year is at least 
equal to the amount Home-Start is reclaiming on your 
behalf. 

Basic rate taxpayers
At the basic rate of income tax (20% from April 2008), 
Home-Start can claim back 28p for every £1 donated in 
gift aid. For example, if you give £100 to Home-Start, 
we can claim back £28, this brings the total to £128.  
All we ask you to do is to tick the gift aid box when  
you send donations to Home-Start, there is no extra 
cost to you.

Higher rate taxpayers
If you are a higher rate taxpayer, you can claim back the 
di�erence between the higher rate of tax at 40% and 
the basic rate of 20% on the value of your donation. 
We would encourage you to make this claim on your 
self assessment tax return and send the tax relief you 
have saved to Home-Start. For more information go to:
